                     Sketchbook Assignment sheet
You must complete 10 from this list. Each title can only be used once. This sheet is to be pasted in your sketch book and kept there for recording your marks. Remember to label each sketch with Due Date, Sketch # and Item # or your sketch will not be marked. Sketches that are late will lose marks unless accompanied with an excuse. Each sketch is worth 70 marks, so please do for best possible art mark!
All sketches MUST have answered: What is the easiest part, what is the most challenging part and what would you do over better/different?

1) Something from imagination. (Explain the importance of this image)
2) An interior of something. (Get creative room, car…)
3) 3 unlikely objects together. (Ex. cat, construction hat, desk lamp. together in 1 drawing not separate items on a page)
4) Your hands. (NO TRACING, background)
5) A view out the window. (Your own window)
6) A landscape. (From a trip you went on or want to go on)
7) A picture from a magazine. (Attach the picture to your sketch.)
8) Design a bookmark for the Library. (Put in a background.)
9) Transformation: Start off with one item and have it transform it into something else. (Example: a tree trunk into leaves into birds.)
10) Design the ultimate car/bike. (Put on display).
11) Design your ultimate outfit/dress. (Put the item in a display)
12) Design a tattoo or a series of tattoos. (Put on a part of the body)
13)  Fantasy Art. (Explain what it is).
14) Story illustrations: draw a scene from a book you are currently reading

15) Your favorite type of music (Use symbols to depict the type).
16) Emotions: Sadness, happiness, anger, courage, fear, etc. (Title these drawings, NOT happy faces!)
17) Concepts- Racism, violence, love, cold, warmth, peace. (Title drawings)

19) Sketch 2 elements and 1 principle in a drawing; explain how you use them to convey the idea in your drawing?
